     SIMA’s Fall Foray usually does not have a mycologist.  This 
is a true “total immersion” identification designed for both 
beginners and experienced mushroom hunters.   We had 
wonderful weather and great hunting.  We also had many 
mushrooms we could not get identified due to lack of time.

    Some members even worked before, during and through 
breakfast Sunday morning.  We officially identified 118 species.   

 
   Bryan and Sue Poland cooked once again for the fall foray.  
Many members arrived with the bounty from their gardens to 



share.  Other members had quantities of Boletes, 
Chanterelles and Rozites to contribute to Saturday night’s 
dinner. 

 
 
   Hope Miller gave a short presentation on why it is 
important to keep good records.  Orson had collection 
information and pictures of unpublished species of Pluteus.       
This information was crucial in getting 3 new species 
published in July.  Official names have not been released 
yet.  She also displayed the data base she and her assistant 
spent last winter compiling of all of Orson’s books, 
publications, slides and data.  She has found places for all 
of Orson’s research and library to reside.  Hope felt that it 
was very important that this information was available for 
students to use.   
 

What is fruiting?  
  What is out in November, December?  Late fall fungi may 
continue if the warmer weather continues.  Look along the Boise 
River and the lower ends of draws in the foothills, Hulls Gulch, 
your yard, etc.  If you are in a bird or game reserve area marked 
as closed part of the year, check the posted dates before entering. 
    Bryan and Sue Poland in Cambridge Idaho are still finding 
active groups of Pleurotus and large amounts of Tricholoma 
populinus in the area around the creek beds.  Sue reports 
temperatures in the teens at night. 
 
What is fruiting?  
 
October Meeting: – Agaricus campestris, A. xanthodermus, 
Chlorophyllum (Macrolepiota) rachodes, Flammulina 
velutipes, Hebeloma crustuliniforme, Hygrophorus sp., 
Pleurotus ostreatus, cf. Pleurotus populinus, Hericium sp, 
Clitocybe sp. There were others we were not able to readily 
identify or were too far gone.  
 
November Meeting: - Tricholoma populinus, Agaricus 
campestris, Agaricus xanthodermus, Clitocybe gigantea, 
Suillus sp., Mycena overholtzii, Nidularia sp, Chlorophyllum  
(Macrolepiota) rachodes, Gomphus floccosus, Crepidotus sp.,  
Hericium americanum, Phlogiotis helvelloides, Coprinus 
comatus, and several others we could not readily identify. 
 
 
Thank you to members who bring in mushrooms to the meetings.  
This gives us a good idea of what is fruiting.  We had specimens 
from the Boise River, Cambridge ID, and an area near Rocky 
Boulder out of New Meadows ID.
